Abstract

Emmanuel Church is submitting three applications for certificates of appropriateness.

COA No. 1: We seek to move the house located at 685 North Pope Street to a vacant lot that lies approximately 700 linear feet to the northeast to 228 Barber Street, within the Boulevard Historic District. The church will clean-up and smooth the ground where the house now stands and create a grassy, park-like setting suitable for a variety of church activities.

COA No. 2: We seek to place the house on the vacant lot at 228 Barber Street and restore it as a single residence. Bona Fide Construction and Renovation, LLC is acting as the church’s agent in the move and restoration.

COA No. 3: We seek to move the house located at 693 North Pope Street to a lot in a neighborhood where houses are of similar architectural style and period.  The house will be restored and become a single residence. The church will clean-up and smooth the ground where the house now stands and create a grassy, park-like setting suitable for a variety of church activities.

This document is the application for COA No. 2.
Reasons for Relocation

Contingent on the Certificate of Appropriateness for the removal of a structure located at 685 North Pope Street, the proposed relocation saves the structure and enriches the Boulevard Historic District by building on a vacant lot. The relocation will also restore the residential use of the structure and add to the viability of the Barber Street residential neighborhood, which has recently experienced significant investment and residential renewal. 
Structure 
Not only does the structure come from nearby in the same historic district, but is also of the same period and style of the house located next door to the north at 228 Barber Street. The proposed structure has a similar roof form and height. The structure to the south of the proposed site is a non-historic structure.  The proposed structure has been documented by students of Historic Preservation under the guidance of Dr. Mark Reinberger and this information is publicly available at the website www.emmanuel-athens.org.  It is a one and a half-story wood frame structure, supported by brick masonry piers. Architectural elevations are attached as Appendix A. The materials proposed for the exterior renovation of the structure primarily consist of the renovation of the existing materials. Secondarily, the same materials will be used where new material is of necessity. Because the existing site slopes away from Barber Street and will drop 12 to 14 feet from the front to the back of the proposed structure, a lower level for additional living space will be added beneath the footprint of the original structure.  Stucco-veneered concrete walls with brick pilasters will support the sill plate of the main floor. At the rear of the structure there will be stacked porches. (See Appendix A for Architectural Elevations.)
Site Plan
Site planning is governed by fitting the proposed structure into the existing lot and street grid fabric of the area. The existing structure will be located on the site with the front addressing Barber Street and the side addressing Barrow Street. It will be set back 20’ from the Barber. On the Barrow Street frontage, the southwest front corner is 12’ back from the property line, while the southeast corner of the house is approximately 27’ back.  The relationship to the structure at 238 Barber Street is an almost perfect match of height, massing and architectural style. 

Existing shade trees on the property will be preserved. The front yard will be traditionally landscaped with a central walk leading to the front porch. A heavy evergreen planting of a depth from 5 to 20 feet will screen views of the parking area from the adjacent property on Barrow Street. Additional landscape planting will frame a rear garden. The lower rear entrance will be accessed by the driveway with a concrete apron between the back of curb and the right-of-way. Inside the property line, the drive and a parking area will be pea gravel. A concrete walk will lead to the porch steps. On the north side wooden steps will access the upper porch. Air handling unit(s) will be located below the main living floor on the north side.  (See Appendix A for the Site Plan)
